1.ABILIS Foundation Grants for Empowerment of People with Disabilities

The ABILIS Foundation provides grants ranging from €500 to €10,000 for projects initiated by organizations that are run by persons who have a disability. Organizations that are run by parents of children with disabilities can also apply.

The ABILIS Foundation in Finland supports activities that contribute toward equal opportunities for people with disabilities in society through human rights, independent living, and economic self-sufficiency. Special priority is given to projects advocating for human rights of people with disabilities and to activities developed and implemented by women with disabilities.

In order to be eligible for support, organizations must have a certificate of registration and be based in a country defined as qualifying for Official Development Assistance.

Applicants based in India, Bangladesh, Uganda, Kazakhstan, Tanzania, and Ethiopia should contact ABILIS partner organizations for an application form.

Applicants located in other eligible countries must contact the Foundation to request the application form.

 Who can apply for a grant by Abilis?

 We support organizations that include persons with disabilities in their leadership. We support organisations of people with mobility, visual, hearing or any other type of disability. We can also support organisations that are run by parents of children with disabilities.

You can apply for a grant from Abilis if the following is true for you:

· You live in a country which the United Nations and the OECD have defined as qualifying for Official Development Assistance. See list of countries
· Your organisation has a certificate of registration. (If your group is not registered, please contact our office as sometimes we are able to make exceptions to this rule.)

 How can we apply for a grant by Abilis?

 ABILIS Foundation judges the applications according to the involvement of persons with disabilities, including their role in developing the project and in committing their own resources to the project (including time). The project must be realistic in its scope and expected results. The application must show how the project will continue to benefit the community once the project’s funding term has been completed.

A minimum of 10 % of the project budget should be a contribution of time, money or other resources from the applicant group.

For every project, two reference persons are required to provide an independent evaluation of the project’s feasibility. The reference persons should have thorough knowledge of the applicant organisation, of the project plan and of the general conditions existing in the project area. However, they should not personally directly benefit from the project. In other words, they should not be members or employees of the applicant organisation. There is a special form to be completed by reference persons.

If you wish to apply for funding, call a meeting of your friends and colleagues. Then think carefully about your current priorities and take time to make a good plan. We encourage you to use the Abilis manual designed to assist you in this process.

Contact us and we can send you the Abilis application form and guidelines for letters of recommendation. Please read them through carefully before applying.

Please note that we can start analysing your application only after we receive all the following documents:

1. application form with signatures

2. work plan

3. budget

4. two reference forms

5. a copy of your certificate of registration (or an explanation why one is not available)

 How are funding decisions made?

 The Abilis board of directors determines which projects will receive support. Who are we?
The applications are first analysed by the office team who may ask the applicant to provide more information if necessary. Then they are discussed at the next meeting of the board of directors. The board may decide to accept or reject a project for funding, or possibly to request more information. In any case, the applicant is informed of the decision

How are the grants paid?

When a project has been accepted for funding, the foundation enters a formal agreement with the applicant. The applicant organisation commits in writing to spend the grant for the specific purpose stated in the application. Abilis transfers funds to the organisation only after the contractual agreement, with all the necessary signatures and attachments, have been received by our office in Finland. By following the necessary steps and including all the requested documentation, you ensure that the funds are sent to you without delay at every stage of the project.

The currency used to calculate and approve budgets is the euro (the currency of European Union).

The grants are paid to the bank account that belongs to the applicant organisation. If your organisation does not yet have a bank account, then you must first open a bank account in the name of your organisation before Abilis can transfer the funding.

The grants are paid in three instalments. The first instalment is 50 per cent of the total grant, and it is paid at the start of the project. When the first instalment has been spent, the applicant sends Abilis a mid-term report. The mid-term report has two parts: the first part is a narrative report which describes in words what happened during the project. The second part is a financial report with a list of project costs.

Abilis Foundation requires that the applicant organisation contributes towards the project. The value of this contribution must be 10 % of the total grant. Your contribution can be money, but it can also be your own work or materials. This contribution should be included and specified in the project budget.

The second instalment, 40 % of the total grant, will be paid after we approve the mid-term report.

When the project is over, the applicant organisation drafts a final report which consists of a narrative report and a financial report just like the mid-term report.

The last instalment which is 10% of the grant is transferred only once the ABILIS Foundation has approved the projects final report.

It is important to note that Abilis requires that an external and impartial auditor audit all the accounts of the organisation. The costs of the audit can be included in the project budget.

 Can we submit another application?

Because Abilis receives far more applications any time and than we can fund at any given time, it is highly unlikely that an organisation will be funded more than once, unless we have invited the application.

Each year Abilis selects a few outstanding organisations, which have fulfilled all aspects of their agreement with Abilis, including fulfilling work plans and meeting deadlines. These organizations are invited to submit a new project after a one year period has passed from the date on which the final report on the first project was accepted.

The GPE categories children with disabilities as thus
· Children with disabilities enrolled in school but excluded from learning because the curriculum has not been adapted to their needs or teachers do not have the capacity or time to make the needed adaptations, and/or they do not have access to assistive devices necessary for their learning needs. Example – Children with low vision are unable to see the board without eye glasses.

· Children who are not enrolled in school but who could participate if schools had the capacity in terms of knowledge, skills and equipment to respond to their specific needs. Example – Children with physical disabilities who cannot access the classrooms or children with learning difficulties who may require a slightly different method of teaching or extra hours of instruction.

· Children with severe disabilities who require additional specialized support, whether in school or not. This group is relatively small (2-3% of all children with disabilities). Example – Children with limited speech or communication, children with a need for support in major life activities or children with multiple disabilities. In addition, a variety of medical problems, such as seizures or sensory loss, may accompany severe disabilities.

The foundation strives to support the children in all forms of disabilities and secure their rights to education. The researchers conducted has shown that a significant number of so-called disabled and out-of-school children suffered from easily treatable ailments such as hearing loss caused by untreated ear infections.

9. Disability Rights Fund

The Disability Rights Fund (DRF) supports Disabled Persons Organizations in the developing world to take the lead in advocating for the human rights of persons with disabilities at local and national levels, utilizing the mechanism of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD). 57. The Coca-Cola Foundation

Objectives: The Coca-Cola Foundation is Coca-Cola’s philanthropic arm. It was founded in 1984 as an American Charitable Organisation. Its main goal is to support the implementation of projects that improve health in communities. The Foundation invests mainly in community projects and has 4 priority areas: water, fitness, recycling, and education. Additional funding is available for organisations working on HIV/AIDS prevention and sexual education projects in Africa and Latin America.

Areas of Funding: In general, the Foundation supports initiatives tailored to communities’ needs and that support a vibrant and sustainable social and economic environment.

The Foundation has 4 main priority areas:

1)      Water Stewardship. Projects developed in this area must implement activities to increase the access to clean water and sanitation, to provide watershed protection, to utilize water for production, to educate people and to raise awareness on how to maximise water resources and how to make a sustainable use of water.

2)      Healthy and Active Lifestyle. Projects developed in this area must implement activities to increase the number of people engaging with physical activities and exercise. Projects could be educational, they could teach about the benefits of a healthy diet and active lifestyle, they could also motivate people to correct their habits and encourage behavioural/lifestyle changes.

3)      Community recycling. Projects developed in this area must implement activities to increase communities’ recycling awareness or they could promote research and experimentations in the field of recycling.

4)      Education. Projects developed in this area must propose strategies to prevent school dropout, they could also facilitate the access to schooling facilities, encourage young people to study, or promote other educational initiatives.

Geographic Focus: Africa, Asia, Europe, Latin America, North America, and the Pacific.

Programs or Prizes: The Coca-Cola Foundation awards 2 types of grant:

1) International Grant is given to develop community projects addressing at least one of the priority areas of the Foundation. This Grant is given to charities working in one of the geographic areas where the Foundation is active. Application could be found here.

2) International Sponsorship Application is open to current high school seniors attending school in the USA. The Grant is given to outstanding individuals on the basis of their academic merits. For more information visit this link.

How to Apply Information: Grants are awarded throughout the year without specific deadlines. To be considered for one of the grants, it is necessary to submit your ideas through the online application system. The applicant needs to be a registered charity organisation to access the funding. There is no maximum amount for budget application (in US Dollars). Applications are processed within 60 days. Selected candidates will be asked to produce further documents or to expand on the submitted ideas to draft a complete project proposal and compete for one of the awards. Applicants will be asked to create a profile for their organisation before uploading their final applications.

It is also worth considering that the Foundation has 19 regional branches, which help promoting the goals of the Foundation as a whole and offer further support to local communities. A complete list with all the regional branches could be fund here.

It is important to contact your local branch to ask for support in applying for one of the grants offered and also to understand whether Coca-Cola is implementing other projects in your area that you can join or support.

58. MTV Staying Alive Foundation

Objectives: The MTV Staying Alive Foundation was born with the aim of supporting projects targeting HIV/AIDS prevention. The Foundation gives financial awards to youth organisations willing to implement innovative projects and it also produces and shares contents that further their mission. The Foundation was born in 2005 thanks to the collaborative efforts of several partners. Among them, MTV, the Body Shop, H&M, Positive Action, PEPFAR, UNICEF, The Goss-Michael Foundation, BGC, and VIMN (for details about the partners of the Foundation, see here).

Areas of Funding: The grant-making programme targets organisations led by young people between the ages of 15 and 27. The Award is given to organisations ENTIRELY run by young people (nobody in the organisation should be older than 27 years of age).

Applicants must work in the field of HIV prevention. Projects should educate young people about HIV/AIDS prevention in the community of belonging. Projects should demonstrate a high level of creativity and a commitment to fight HIV/AIDS. Projects must demonstrate an engagement with the community in which the project will be developed (cultural awareness, history of the community etc.) Start-up organisations and organisations with little or no access to funding are favoured.

Although the Grant is open to recognised organisations led by young people, informal groups (not registered as NGOs) could also apply. If your organisation is not registered yet, you need to find a partner among registered associations in your country. In fact, the Grant cannot be deposited in individuals’ bank accounts. If your organisation is registered, you will still need to provide credentials (independent references, governmental accreditations, verifiable banking details).

The Grant is given for projects lasting a maximum of 12 months but grantees are encouraged to re-apply in order to further develop their projects when successful (the grant could be given to the same organisation for a maximum of 4 years). The Grant allows recipients to invest part of the money for purchasing appropriate equipment although the costs should represent a small part of the entire budget.

Sponsored projects will be advertised in the Foundation’s website and the stories collected will be shared to inspire and guide the activities of other organisations around the world.

Geographic Focus: No geographical restriction.

Programs or Prizes: The Staying Alive Foundation Grant gives up to $12,000 per year. In addition to financial aid, the Foundation provides teaching kits developed by the Foundation, a local mentor, a personal grant manager, and training schemes.

How to Apply Information: There is one call for proposals (concept notes) a year and it is advertised in July. Grants are awarded in December. To be notified of the new call as soon as it is advertised, you should sign up for the Foundation’s newsletter. More information about how to sign up can be found here.

The application process consists in 2 phases. Firstly, you will be asked to fill in an online application form with a general description of your project and its main goals. Within 2 weeks from this initial submission the Foundation will notify you on the results of the first stage selection. If your project is selected, you will be asked to fill in another form and to explain in details the activities of your project and also to provide information about your organisation, its history, and its manifesto.

59. Allen Foundation Inc.

Objectives: The Allen Foundation was established in 1975 by agricultural chemist William Webster in Michigan. The goal of the Foundation is to finance projects willing to improve human nutrition by means of conducting research, establishing education programmes or training on the subject of nutrition. The Foundation is mainly interested in projects that explore the link between nutrition and health – how embracing a healthier diet leads to a healthier lifestyle. The Foundation has given money also to organisations working in areas where malnutrition and hunger are among main problems to be solved. Yet, it is important to stress that this is not the main priority of the Foundation and financial aid for feeding starving population will be given only in exceptional circumstances.

Areas of Funding: The Allen Foundation is interested in projects that:

1)      Further nutritional research

2)      Educate mothers, during and after pregnancy, so that good nutritional habits can be formed at an early age.

3)      Disseminate good nutritional practices and habits

4)      Train new nutritional educators who will work with segments of the population in the need of nutritional advice

5)      Exceptionally, the Foundation also gives money to solve urgent problems of hunger derived from unexpected circumstances such as natural disasters or wars.

Geographic Focus: No restriction given.

Applicant organisations must prove their tax-exempt status in the country where they are based (or other relevant documents proving that the applicant is a non-profit organisation legally recognised and registered).

Programs or Prizes: 
Proposed projects must develop in one of these 3 fields:

1)      Academic Research. The Foundation is particularly interested in projects that investigate nutrigenomics; thus giving the possibility to individuals to choose their diet based on genetic information. Proposals must indicate the name of a Principal Investigator (PI) who will be in charge of directing the research process. PIs must be academic with tenure track.

2)      Nutrition Education, projects could implement activities to increase nutritional awareness or to promote healthy diet and lifestyle as a way to improve human condition.

3)      Hunger and Social Issues, projects could implement activities to help those layers of the population facing hunger as a consequence of disasters or because of poverty. The Foundation is particularly keen in sponsoring activities supporting pregnant women and young mothers to understand the benefits of a healthy diet for their babies.

The proposed projects must present a clear plan to become financially independent. The Foundation gives priority to projects indicating matching funds or third party contributions in their proposal. Proposals can ask for a minimum of $3,000 to a maximum of $76,000. Projects could be funded for more than 1 year.

How to Apply Information:
Applications are accepted via the online system accessible from the Foundation’s website, here. There is a fixed form to be filled in; applicants must present 250 words executive summary, 1000 words proposal, and a budget justifying all the foreseen expenses. Additionally, organisations must provide evidence about their non-profit legal status and researchers must provide a short biography highlighting their academic background and experience.

The deadline for submitting online application is December 31 every year. After registering for submitting a proposal, applicants are given a personal password to access, review, and amend their proposals up to the deadline. 60. Ford Foundation

Objectives: Established in 1936 by the President of the Ford Motor Company, the Ford Foundation is one of the largest and most influential private foundations in the world. In 2011, the Ford Foundation granted more than $400 million to organisations implementing projects towards poverty reduction, the promotion of democracy and the advancement of knowledge worldwide.

Areas of Funding: The Foundation supports a great variety of projects in the fields of education, capacity building, human rights promotions, gender equality and sustainability. Details about each of these programmes can be found below.

Geographic Focus: The Foundation supports organisations working in Africa, Asia, Latin America and North America. Within these regions the Foundation selects focal areas, which receive priority funding under certain schemes. Programs or Prizes: There are 8 main programmes through which funding could be obtained.

1)      Democratic and Accountable Government supports activities willing to increase civic and political participation, to promote electoral reform, to promote accountability and transparency, to reform global financial governance and to strengthen the role of civil society actors in supporting democratic processes.

2)      Economic Fairness supports activities such as technical trainings or practical knowledge sharing with the aim of creating job opportunities or enhancing the possibilities of job seekers especially in deprived areas. 3)      Educational Opportunity and Scholarship supports educational activities promoting social justice and reforms to the secondary schools system (USA only).

5)      Human Rights supports initiatives advancing LGBT rights, to raise awareness about minority rights and racial abuse, to protect women rights and to reduce HIV/AIDS discrimination.

6)      Metropolitan Opportunities seeks projects enabling better connection between people living in big cities and also activities raising awareness about the right to housing and quality housing (USA only).
